I hope you and your family had a meaningful Christmas time and that the start of the New Year will give all of us a chance to reevaluate what our most important priorities really are.





As we are all aware, these past few years have not been easy financially, for any of us. In November, MVA’s parent organization, the Central California Conference, informed us that in 2010, tithe income was down nearly 6 percent, resulting in a major budget shortfall. Tithe, in part, is dedicated to pastor's salaries, with a small allocation to CCC education. The shortfall prompted the conference to reduce paychecks by 3 percent for all CCC employees, including pastors, teachers, and local part time workers. This temporary salary reduction takes effect this month. 





Fortunately, it won't affect MVA's day-to-day operations, but our finance committee has been working out the details for implementing the salary reduction. We are blessed that the MVA staff is 100 percent dedicated to providing the very best in Christian education for your academy youth. We know many of you are struggling as well, and our prayers are with you as we wait for a better economic time.
